With a view to maintain the regular availability of cooking gas supply and regular flow of cooking gas supply to the consumers, a need for reduction of cooking gas cylinder quota for emergency service was felt. Therefore, in the interest of public service, it has been decided that the following quota of cooking gas should be allowed in Saiha District.

Apart from Normal Quota of DC, Saiha and DCSO, Saiha, the following should be kept as Emergency Quota as under. Manager, Mizofed should maintain a Register for Emergency Quota and should issue the cooking gas after obtaining permission from DC, Saiha.

            The Buffer Stock of 40 numbers of cooking gas cylinders should also be maintained and kept by Manager, Mizofed and he should issue the buffer cooking gas only after obtaining prior permission of DC, Saiha. Further, Manager, Mizofed should maintain Register, giving the Queue Nos to each and every issue of cooking gas cylinder.

PROCEDURE FOR RELEASE OF QUOTA
1. All concerned persons have to book the gas cylinder; the release of quota shall be entertained only after quoting the queue no given by the Agency. The release of quota shall be in the authority of the releasing officer, it shall not be taken as a matter of right.

2. The application for release of quota shall be made at least 3 days in advance.

3. The offices mentioned in emergency quota shall utilize cylinders for the purpose they are given, under no circumstances these shall be diverted to any other use. These cylinders shall be kept in the office premises only. If any deviation is noticed then proper criminal action shall be initiated.

4. Since the average demand per consignment comes to be less than 5. So in a consignment maximum 6 cylinders shall be given to the Emergency Offices.
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS:
1. The total out of turn allotment in a single consignment comes out to be 5+5+6= 16. 
2. The Manager, Mizofed shall distribute in a single consignment 306-16= 290 by following the general queue system.
3. The Manager, Mizofed shall ensure that distribution schedule be uploaded on the district website before distribution. The DCSO shall ensure it and shall submit a weekly report to the undersigned informing the Gas Distribution.

4. For these purposes, the Addl DC shall be treated as DC, in case the DC is not available in the district.

5. Some instances of black-marketing of cylinders have come to the notice of the undersigned. For this purpose, the SP, Saiha is directed to keep a close eye on such activities.
