CHAPTER – III

EDUCATION PROFILE / SCENARIO IN THE DISTRICT

The beginning of Elementary Education in Saiha District may be traced- out back from the time of British Colonial rule in India. In the case of Mara District itself, the Christian Missionaries laid the foundation of Elementary Education and spread Education to the whole of the District by developing alphabets and simultaneously opening schools .The growth rate of Education however was rather slow in the backward rural areas even after the Mission schools were taken and looked after by the Government. 

 The sixth scheduled of Articles 244 (2) and 275 (1) Para 6 (1) conferred certain powers to the District Council in which establishment, construction and overall management of Primary schools were  entrusted in the district council. 
3.1
Administrative structure : Consequent upon the total transfer of Elementary Education within the District  to the Authority of the Autonomous District, the Council made the Administrative structure in such way that Planning, Budgeting, Monitoring, Management and over all administrations of Elementary Education came under the responsibility of the Council. On the other hand, the management and control over secondary schools and Higher secondary schools still remain the direct responsibilities of the State government.

TRAINING INSTITUTE : DIET/SCERT play   very important roles for the successful implementation of SSA, by previous Programme, in which in-service or Pre- Service teachers are given training. So far, the Teachers are given training course of refresher and Orientation through this institution.

Fortunately, the Government of Mizoram established a mini DIET, in the district capital of Saiha from 1st March,2006.This newly set up institution is expected to enable/facilitate the Teachers from rural areas to undergo more effective and easier training programme. 
3.5 BRC/CRC : As  is  already approved by the Project Approval Board, two Educational Block Resource Centres at Saiha and Tuipang and 11 (eleven) Clusters Resources Centres covering 76 villages in the district have been established.
 The role of BRC/CRC is greatly important for conducting different training programmes for the teachers and members of V.E.C., N.G.O. and so on who are involved in SSA activities.  For such minor training Resources Persons are engaged to conduct in their respective Centres.

As there is no Educational Training Centre in the District, un-trained teachers of both Primary and Upper Primary schools are  sent to DIET Lunglei which is the nearest Institute for in-service training. There are two BRC’s and 11 (eleven) CRC’s in the District which are responsible for giving intensive training. The programmes of Training for quality Improvement of teachers, community leaders, VEC leaders, NGO members are also given by Resource Persons in the above mentioned Centres.

MID-DAY MEAL : The provision of Mid-Day meal scheme is considered to be one of the important interventions for improving enrolment and regularity of attendance, reducing drop-out and improving children’s level of learning and self-esteem. In pursuance to the centrally revised scheme in 2004, National Programme of Nutritional Support to primary education has also been implemented in the district. Moreover, due to the inconvenient communication, most of the schools could not receive supply of rice regularly from the nearest FCI godown in time.

EXAMINATION AND CERTIFICATE : Primary School Leaving Certificate Examination at the  end of Class-IV standard has been   conducted by Board of school Education (MADC). Since 1994, the government of Mizoram had handed over upper primary school stage to the Autonomous District Council. Thus, the Upper Primary School Examination at the end of Class VII is also conducted by Mara, Board of School Education (BSE) till date. The Authority to issue Leaving Certificate for P/S and UPS is totally undertaken by BSE.

PRE-PRIMARY EDUCATION : With the introduction of a new pattern of education (Medium of instruction was changed from Mara to English in 2000), the need for providing education to primary school children and Pre-Primary school children under one roof arose in the district. This circumstance led to amalgamation of Primary education with Pre-Primary education and still continued till date. In this connection the programme of undertaking of twelve (12) anganwadi centre in the district which were looked after by the Department of ICDS under the Government of Mizoram is more or less neglected for the last five years.
It is therefore, realized that the enrollment in different anganwadi centres automatically needed to be attached to the nearest Government primary schools respectively. In compliance with the decision of Executive Committee of Mara Autonomous District Council, 53 primary schools are comprehended by giving one(1) teacher in each schools at the rate of Rs.2000/- per month. 
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
